* Surviving spouse/civil partner- If you have a surviving spouse/civil partner (who hasn’t renounced their rights) then that spouse/civil partner is entitled to a legal right share of your estate (under the Succession Act 1965) as follows:
a) If there are no children, the legal right share is half of the estate

b) If there are children, the legal right share is one-third of the estate. (The children are not necessarily entitled to the rest.). 
The surviving spouse or civil partner may require that the family home be given to them in accordance with the legal right share.
NB: If divorced/separated, please provide copy of Divorce or Separation Order for any orders affecting rights of succession/ pension/ property.

** Children-Unlike a spouse or civil partner, children have no absolute right to inherit their parent's estate if the parent has made a will. However, if a child considers that they have not been adequately provided for, they may make an application to court.

***Cohabiting couples- have no legal rights to each other's estates but may be able to apply for redress when one of them dies (this application must be made within 6 months).

****Credit Union-If you have a credit union account and have completed a valid Nomination Form, when opening the account, nominating someone as your next of kin, the proceeds of the account up to a maximum of €23,000 go to the person or persons nominated on the Credit Union form. They will not form part of your estate. Any remaining balance forms part of the deceased's estate and is distributed in accordance with succession law.
*****Capital Acquisitions Tax-Consideration should be given to CAT and the amount each beneficiary will be able to receive before they are exposed to inheritance tax. Exemptions may appy in some circumstances.
